DURATION OF BREASTFEEDING
INDICATOR DESCRIPTION: 

% of women age 18-49 who breastfed for less than 1 week, at least 1month, at least 3 months and at least 6 months 

INDICATOR OBJECTIVES:

To increase to 50% the percentage of infants breastfed up to six months by the year 2010 (MHPSG, 1997).

To monitor breastfeeding duration among women age 18-49
ANALYSIS CHECK LIST:

· To calculate Breastfeeding duration must derive a new variable that combines variables DAYS, WEEKS, MONTHS, 

· Only asked of women who have given birth in the past 5 years (rh2=1)

· Includes women who breastfed (rh8=1) but are not currently breastfeeding (rh9=5)

	# of females (18-49) who have given birth in the past 5 years & breastfed their baby [(rh2=1) and (rh8=1) and (rh9=5)]


	# females(18-49) who stopped breastfeeding >=90 days

	# of females (18-49) who have given birth in the past 5 years & breastfed their baby [(rh2=1) and (rh8=1) and (rh9=5)]


	# females(18-49) who stopped breastfeeding >= 180 days
