ANALYSIS ISSUES:

· Exclude Wave 1 from analysis; Coding change made Feb 9, 2001.  Prior to change child < 6 months coded as 0, child 6-11 months coded as 1, after child change 0-11months coded as 0.

· This question is asked only of families with children between the ages of 1 and 3 years [(dc1=1 and (dc3@a to dc3@h ≥1 and dc3@a to dc3@h ≤3 )]  or [dc1=1 and (age1_3≥1)].

· Two changes occurred to the number coding for this variable.  Prior to February 9th, regardless of the response, respondent was then asked car_s3.  As of Feb 9, 2001, if child 1 to 3 does not travel in a vehicle (car_s2=7) skipped to check_counter4; as of April 2001, car_s2=7 or car_s2=5 are both skipped to check_counter4 

· After February 14, 2001, if respondent refused to give age of child/children (dc3@a-dc3@h = 99), this question was not asked.

· This question is asked only of families with children between the ages of 1 and 3 years [(dc1=1 and (dc3@a to dc3@h ≥1 and dc3@a to dc3@h ≤3 )]  or [dc1=1 and (age1_3≥1)].

· Exclude Wave 1 from analysis; Coding change made Feb 9, 2001.  Prior to change child < 6 month coded as 0, 6-11 months coded as 1, after change 0-11 months coded as 0.

· For time period Feb 9, 2001 to April 2001, exclude car_s2=7 from analysis

· For time period April 2001 onwards, exclude car_s2=5 or car_s2=7 from analysis. 

· After February 14, 2001, if respondent refused to give age of child/children (dc3@a-dc3@h = 99), this question was not asked. 

· Wording change to question, March 2001.  Prior to change: How often do they ride in a back seat rather than the front of a vehicle?  After change: When they ride in their car seat, how often do they ride in a back seat rather than the front of the vehicle?

· This question is asked only of families with children aged less than 1 year old [(dc1=1 and (dc3@a to dc3@h <1)]  or [dc1=1 and (age0≥1)].

· Number code change:  Prior to change (January – Feb 2001) if car_s4 = 5, 6, 8, 9 respondent was asked car_s5.  After change (February 9, 2001), if car_s4=1-6, 8, 9 respondent was asked car_s5
· May 2001 response option 6 removed

· April 2001 response option 5 skip was changed

· After February 14, 2001, if respondent refused to give age of child/children (dc3@a-dc3@h = 99), this question was not asked.

· Exclude those who do not travel in a vehicle, car_s2=7 and those who travel in a vehicle never or almost never, car_s2=5 for indicator 2 and 3. (Feb 9, 2001 to April 2001, car_s2=7 skipped car_s3=7.  April 2001 onwards, car_s2=5 or car_s2=7, skipped car_s3=7)  

· Exclude if dc3@a-dc3@h = 99
