FOOD INSECURITY 

INDICATOR DESCRIPTION: 

Proportion of households who, because of lack of money, worried that there would not be enough to eat or didn’t have enough food to eat or didn’t eat the quality or variety of foods that they wanted to eat.

INDICATOR OBJECTIVES:

The board of health shall continually work with and support local agencies and groups to promote access to sufficient, safe, nutritious and personally acceptable food for people of all ages. (MHPSG, 1997)

MODULE INDICATORS

FOOD INSECURITY 

INDICATOR DESCRIPTION: 

Proportion of households who report not having a place to go if: they do not have enough to eat, worry about not having enough to eat, or need more quality or variety of food.

INDICATOR OBJECTIVES:

The board of health shall continually work with and support local agencies and groups to promote access to sufficient, safe, nutritious and personally acceptable food for people of all ages. (MHPSG, 1997)

ANALYSIS CHECK LIST:  

· Only asked of those with some food security concerns (food_a1=1 or food_a2=1 or food_a3 =1).

· Do not apply household weight.

METHOD OF CALCULATION:  

	# of households where (food_a4=5 OR food_a5=5 OR food_a6=5)

	all households that respond (food_a1=1 OR food_a2=1 OR food_a3=1)
