70% coverage for pneumococcal and annual influenza of health care workers in contact with high-risk individuals (MHPSG 1997).

To reduce morbidity and mortality associated with infectious diseases in institutions, day care centers and personal service settings.  The board of health shall ensure appropriate input to hospital infection control programs in the heath unit (MHPSG 1997, Requirement & Standards).
