· To increase to 70 per cent the proportion of women ages 50-69 (50-74, Cancer Care Ontario) who receive screening mammography through the Ontario Breast Screening Program (OBSP) by the year 2010 (MHPSG 1997).

 MODULE INDICATORS

MEDIAN TIME SINCE LAST MAMMOGRAM IF GREATER THAN TWO YEARS

INDICATOR DESCRIPTION: 

Median year since last mammogram for women (35+) who have had a mammogram but not in the previous two years. 

INDICATOR OBJECTIVES:

· To determine the median time, in years, since previous mammogram for women 35 years and older who have had a mammogram, but not in the previous two years.

· To increase to 70 per cent the proportion of women ages 50-69 who receive screening mammography through the Ontario Breast Screening Program (OBSP) by the year 2010 (MHPSG 1997).

ANALYSIS CHECK LIST:

· Asked only of female respondents who are 35 years and older and who have ever had a mammogram but not within the last two years (mam1=1 and mam2=5)

· Small numbers. Check numerator and denominator counts before analysis.

· Do not use mean/average since extreme scores distort the measure.

· Use only valid responses in calculation (discard “don’t knows”).

METHOD OF CALCULATION:  

	1)  Select responses: select females (35+) who have had a mammogram but not in the past two years (mam1=1 and mam2=5).  Exclude “don’t know” responses;
2)  Sort responses: sort the year (mam3) in ascending or descending order;

3)  Sum females (35+) who have had a mammogram but not in the past two years (mam1=1 and mam2=5)

4)  Add the value of one to the total and divided by two to determine median response;

5)  Determine the year wherein the median response lies.

INDICATOR DESCRIPTION: 

1.  % of women (35+) who have had a mammogram for purposes other than routine screening. 

2.  % of women (50-74) who have had a mammogram for purposes other than routine screening. 

INDICATOR OBJECTIVES:

To determine whether the most recent mammogram for women 35 years and older who have had a mammogram that was for diagnosis of possible problem, or re-screening for existing problem.

ANALYSIS CHECK LIST:

· Asked only of female respondents who are 35 years and older and who have ever had a mammogram (mam1=1)

· Check for small numbers if considering dividing responses into concern for problem and past problem.
